Establishment of Road safefy clubs at school Lever

Since the number of persons who die and become disable yearly due to road accidents of this
country is incre4sing on daily basis, and the number of parents and children among those is
considerably at an increased figure, the said adverse ,""nuiio directly affect unfavora6ly on the
labor force and education field of this country. Consequently, the Ministry of Education Las paid
its attention on the prevention and conhol of those accidents.

Inattentiveness on road rules careless driving have been identified as the major cause of the road
accidents of this country, and the requirement of a planned process as shori term, mid-term and
long term arises in seeking the solutions thereto.

"National CouncilJor Road Sf,y", which is functioning as the national institute to prevent the
road accidents of this country, has prepared a compreh"irirr" process while paylng attention on
{t]s mltter and planned a program that can be implemr"t"a jointly *iirt

Accordingly, the 'oRoad Safety Ctubs" with a broader participation of sfudents are fbrined at
school level to guarantee the road safety of the school stucients. Further, knowledge about the
road safety and the strateglc experience on the safety will be provided. It becomes th€ main
responsibility of the principal as the line manager to ensure the safety of school students when
they' use the roads and take requir,ed actions ur p"r the provisions of this circular issued with
reference to the forrnation of "Road Safety Clubsn'.

Further, no change is occurred in road safety related activities.d<inb by the Road Safety Clubs
currently operative in the schools. In order to execute these tasks in a more organized manner,
the attention is drawn to the following guidelines.

1' Road Safety lJnit lTraffic Monitoring Unit currently operative in the schools is called asooRoad Safety Clubs,, henceforward.
2' trf a Road Safety Unit is not functioning in a certain school, a new Road Safety Club

should be formed as per the instructionr of thir circular.
3- The organi zation structure of the Road Safety Club; formed to fulfill the programs of the

Road Safety Clubs and to execute the traffic monitoring efficiently and-effectively,
should be as follows.
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4. The Organizational Structure of the proposed Road Safety Club should be as follows.

Every student from Grade;3 to Grade 13 is allowed to get the membership of the

Road Safety Club.

Mernber students should be selected from each class to represent the committees of the
Road Safety Club based on the number of students in the school.

should be deployed for the road traffic handling'4olivities.

7.5. Participating for training programs, workshops, seminars and varied piograms

orgarizedby the national institutes acting in respect of road safety.
. 7.6. Supervising the traffic control process of the school and providing guidance.

7.7. Takrngdctlons to provide required oquipment, wears and affiliated services for
the mernbers of the school road safety club.

7.8. Maintaining an information system related to the school road safety club.
7,9. Identifying the sponsors, and getting their supports for the School Road Safety

Club.
7.10. Implementing joint programs with neighboring sohools in parallel with the

Global Road Safety Week held annually.
7.11. Keeping a close coordination with the Police Traffic Division in the area to

which the school belongs and maintaining the area around the school as a safety
zone, ..
